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Aarhus City

Aarhus is the next biggest city in Denmark with 300 000 inhabitants. Of these, 35 000 are students which gives the city a young and vibrant atmosphere. The city is small, but big in the sense that these is a lot of shopping -, restaurant - and nightlife opportunities. The street next to the canal works as a meeting point for many of the Aarhus’ citizens. If you wander around the streets, you will easily notice the typical Danish architecture and the characteristic paving stones that covers the streets. 

If you want to relax or have a picnic, you can either go to the University park or one of the many beaches that surrounds the city. AROS art museum and “Den Gamle By” (the old town) are also nice places to visit, as well as the deer-park close to the queens residence where you can see and feed plenty of wild deer. 

Aarhus School of Business

Aarhus School of Business just recently merged with the Aarhus University. It has 7000 students, and is placed close to the old town, about 10 minutes walk from the city centre. All the courses are in English, and in some you will have weekly tutorials in addition to lectures. 

International Office at the school are very helpful with matters and problems that has to do with the exchange students. In addition to this, they arrange a lot of activities both in the introduction week and later in the semester, like for example different parties, sports day and visits to the AROS museum. It might be a good idea to buy a cheap bike at the police auctions in the beginning of the semester, since Aarhus is very “bike-friendly” with a flat landscape. International office arrange trips to these auctions in the beginning of the semester.

The International Office also offer you a place to live before you arrive in Aarhus. It might be a good idea to accept this offer, since it can be hard and more expensive to find an apartment on your own. You will probably also be living with other exchange students, which is a nice way to get to know each other better.

Social Life

We would say that one of the best things about staying in Aarhus is the social life and all the fun we have with the other students. You will make a lot of friends during the introduction week and for this reason it is very important for you to participate. The schools bar, Klubben, is a meeting point every Thursday night, with good student-prices in the bar. In the weekends, there are many opportunities for going out even though Social Club is the most popular place among exchange-students and serves as a meeting point during the weekends.

In the summer, its nice to have barbeques at the beach or in the park. You can also get a bike in the city centre free of charge (deposit 20 DKK) and go sightseeing around town.   

All in all, we really recommend you to choose Aarhus School of Business if you are going on exchange. Even though it is not that far from Norway, the environment is very international. You will meet people from all over the world as well as Danish students.
